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BUILDING DISASTER RESILIENCE

Abstract

Our future will be in cities; cities must be unquestionably smart, prepared for disaster and 
resilient.  Now, we can talk about multi-resilience due to the systemic structures of cities.  
Multi-resilience is holistic approach including physical/ infrastructure as well as institutional, 
economic and community resilience.  The social resilience enables cities to cope with crises; 
helps cities adapt and transform in the face of these challenges, helping them to prepare for 
both the expected and the unexpected. Ensuring the objectives of the society under the 
Sustainable Development Goals (poverty reduction, universal accessibility for: education - 
decent work, health and fundamental rights), not just improve daily life of the community, and
also help to develop awareness, coping, adaptation, recovery, building back better, 
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restructuring capacity of the community; and build multi-resilience to crises. If the community
does not function properly and maintain itself in daily life, it cannot be resilient; or “a society 
isn’t resilient” means that it doesn’t function properly. The integration of community-based 
risk reduction strategies and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) activities will also 
achieve social resilience. When we talk about resilience, we need to emphasize the 
importance of “participation as a most important factor in building the resilience. The 
success of risk mitigation and preparedness depends on the sustainability of these strategic 
efforts; and the sustainability also depends on the participation of all stakeholders in the 
urban system through the steps from planning and decision-making to implementation.  In 
terms of resilience, all local practices for achieving the objectives of the Global Sustainable 
Development and Sendai Risk Mitigation Framework goals are very much united and 
focused in gender equality. Therefore, building urban resilience requires looking at a city 
holistically; in order to improve and disseminate integrated risk mitigation planning should
allow the participation of whole community (women, disabled, elderly), take their fundamental 
rights into account, and needs of all (participants) provide their accessibility to all services.
Social resilience is a long-term capacity building process; it should be monitored in the
planning and implementation process. There must be a measurable result of local resilience, 
a sustainability factor. Research on this issue will be a useful tool for national and local 
Agenda 2030.
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
